How risky Is 1t?

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How much does it cost?

If you sell or switch units within 30 days of purchase, you could pay a fee of 1.00% of the value of the units
you sell or switch. If we detect a pattern of excessive short-term trading, you could pay a fee of up to 2.00%
of the value of units you purchase, sell or switch within a 90-day period.

Your representative's firm may charge you up to 2.00% of the value of units you switch to another mutual
fund managed by Starlight Capital. There is no fee payable to Starlight Capital for any switches of units.

We will charge you $30 if a payment for a purchase of units is returned by your bank for any reason.

Generally, you must participate in an eligible fee-based or wrap program with your representative's firm to
purchase this series. Your representative's firm may charge you a fee, which is negotiated between you and
your representative's firm and paid directly to them.
